Claim and Focus

The essay discusses the topic of license
scanners, yet it does not meet the
demands of the prompt. There is no
mention of either text, nor is there a claim
about the rhetorical strategies employed
by the authors. Instead, the writer states
his opinion on the topic ("l don't think its
fair that license scanners are being used
to steal peoples information without there
knowing").

Organization

A hook appears to be present (“Do you
know that the government is taking

your information?”) but this attempted
introduction is lacking a claim. No
organizational structure and the lack of
transitions make the essay'’s ideas difficult
to follow, and no conclusion is offered.

Using Exemplars in Your Lessons

Analysis and Evidence

Evidence from the text is minimal

and referenced generally (‘they use
license plate numbers to track us and
find out stuff about us”), but it is not
used for the purpose of analysis. The
writer does not depict or analyze the
rhetorical strategies each author uses.

Language and Style

The essay does not establish an objective
tone or a formal style, and the shifts

in point of view (from second to first
person) disorient the reader. Word choice
is simplistic (“stuff,” “I don't think its fair")
and sentence structure is unvaried.

Exemplar essays are tools to take abstract descriptions and make them more concrete for students.
One way to use them is to print the clean copies of the essays and allow students to use the rubric
to make notes or even find examples of important elements of an essay - thesis statements,
introductions, evidence, conclusions, transitions, etc. Teachers can also use exemplars to illustrate
what each score point within a trait ‘looks like" in an authentic student essay.
