Emerging

The storyline is incomplete or
does not establish a plausible
context.

Efforts at pacing may
be missing entirely or do not
support the development of
the story. Transitions and other

A
resolution that offers closure to
the course of events is absent.

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Developing

The narrative uses some descrip-
tive words, sensory language, or
figurative language in an attempt
to create imagery and convey set-
ting and characters. The writing
attempts to engage readers and
build voices for the characters
and narrator, but the attempts
may be inconsistent or not wholly
effective. Point of view may be
unclear at times or inconsistent.
The narrative may contain some
attempt to use language to sug-
gest a tone, mood, and/or effect
(i.e. suspense, mystery, horror,
comedy), but is not successful.

Emerging

Descriptive words, sensory lan-
guage, and figurative language
are used sparingly, if at all, and
do not create imagery or convey
setting and characters. The
writing is not engaging and does
not build clear voices for the
characters or narrator. Point of
view is not established or is not
consistent.
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
